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Leonard Dober and David Nitschman stood on the deck of a ship in the Copenhagen 
harbor hugging, weeping, and waving final goodbyes to their family and friends as 
they set sail on October 8, 1732.  In order to have easy access to suffering slaves 
in the West Indies, they sold themselves into slavery.  They knew they would  
probably not return alive from this gospel mission.  How could they do that?
